Mr. Wieland, Partner at Integrity Europe and a former Lieutenant of
the Special Fraud Unit of the Police Department in Frankfurt (Main),
Germany, would speak about the threats private companies face
when they unwittingly take part in money laundering by organized
crime while operating their intenational business. During his exten-
sive career in law enforcement and in Forensic Departments at major
intemational accounting firms, Stefan Wieland has conducted several

investigations into fraud and money laundering schemes which were
executed by using intemal and extemal staff of private companies to
conceal the illegitimate origin of funds. These international companies
did not recognize that they were being misused by organized crime
groups. Mr. Wieland likes to address these threats using two different
case studies in his presentation.
